Demographics: Patient A is a 7 year old Caucasian male presenting with disorganized thoughts. It is thought that this child may have some internal conflicts (such as abuse) that manifest as violent thoughts to hurt himself and his peers. 

Impression: Patient A appears to demonstrate difficulty with executive skills. These include, but are not limited to: difficulty organizing himself, hard time staying on task, difficulty understanding if this...then that, difficulty coming up with solutions to problems, etc. Pt presents himself as oddly related, and perseverance on several violent themes when denied his way or when transitioning from task to task and groups. Although rigid in his thoughts, pt is of above average intelligence. Pt appears flat as his overall affect, but brightens and appears happy when engaged by peers and staff. 

Plan: Pt has been placed on constant monitoring status due to age and poor executive skills. Staff will continue to provide support and empathy for pt, while using redirection, distraction, and decreased stimulation as coping skills for him as well.
