Psychiatry Progress Note- 7/14/11

Anticipated Discharge Tomorrow: unlikely 

Demographics: Patient A is a 7 year old Caucasian male presenting with disorganized thoughts. It is thought that this child may have some internal conflicts (such as abuse) that manifest as violent thoughts to hurt himself and his peers. 

Impression: Pt has been started on Risperidone to help organize his thoughts. He is beginning to demonstrate more organizing thinking and has been perseverating less on violent themes, however, pt presents to be slower in his responses to questions being asked of him, as well as appearing to be slower in his motor skills. Pt has been participating much better in groups than previous shifts, and appears to be having an easier time with transitions, however, he still requires much distraction or decreased stimulation to ease him through the transitioning process.

Plan: Staff will continue to use Plan B with pt along with support and empathy. Quiet room use may be necessary at times for decreased stimulation to stop the perseverance of violent themes to harm himself and peers before a transition can be made. Pt will continue to receive Risperidone and may receive an increase in medication based on the severity of his problems.
