Psychiatry Progress Note- 7/18/11

Anticipated Discharge Tomorrow: unlikely 

Demographics: Patient A is a 7 year old Caucasian male presenting with disorganized thoughts. It is thought that this child may have some internal conflicts (such as abuse) that manifest as violent thoughts to hurt himself and his peers. 

Impression: Pt has been responding well to support and redirection. However, he still demonstrates problems with transitions, but his perseverance on violent themes when irritated has been seen less and less. Pt continues to be slow in his responses to questions as well as in his motor skills, and appears to be more flat and tired than usual. Pt has been reporting feeling tired during check ins, which may be a side effect of the Risperidone. However, pt becomes much more animated when engaged by staff and peers and overall appears to be happy when participating in school and group activities. Pt has made significant progress since his admission to CPIS, and will likely benefit from outpatient care upon discharge. 

Plan: Staff is currently looking towards discharge to home with his mother as she now has full custody per DCF order. D/C will involve in-home services, particulary ICAPS, to assist with transitioning and perseveration on violent themes. Staff will continue to use Plan B with pt along with support and empathy as pt remains on the unit for the time being. Distraction and decrease of stimulation have been working as coping skills for pt, and staff will continue to use them in cases of difficulty with transitioning.
